Touring: Technical Associates (JRF) are required to go on tour any where in the country for field work etc.  They will be entitled to TA/DA as admissible.
Selection: Candidates have to appear for hands-on-test, written test and interview at August 30, 2010 on 9.30 AM at Forest Survey of India, Kaulagarh Road, Dehradun.
